Are these good 
characteristics of  a leader? Why or why not?

• How do you think Paul’s past has made him a better 
leader? Where do you think Paul’s heart is focused as 
a leader? 

• Do you think a leader has to be perfect to be 
effective? Why or why not? If  a leader does not have 
to be perfect, what kind of  heart or motive does an 
effective leader need? Explain your answer.
